2.First Reading of Ordinance 1128 Granting Avista Corporation, d/b/a Avista Utilities a Franchise to
Locate, Construct, Install, Own, Maintain, Repair, Replace, Extend, Operate and Use Facilities in, Upon,
Over, Under, Along, and Across the Franchise Area for Purposes of the Transmission, Distribution and
Sale of Gas.

City Administrator Steve Goemmel told the City Council that this agreement is a renewal of an existing
agreement which expires in July of 2018. He said the agreement is for 25 years. Steve told the City Council
that the agreement was reviewed by legal and is ready to pass on the first reading.
