
     MINUTES OF THE REGULAR MEETING OF THE DAVENPORT CITY COUNCIL 

February 13, 2019 

 

 

ROLL CALL 

Mayor Brad Sweet called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. Council Members present were: Patrick Katz, 

Cory Hollis, Pete Schweiger, Chris Ruiz, Lance Strite, and Theresa Telford. 

 

Absent: Nathan Hansen. 

 

Lance Strite made a motion to excuse Nathan Hansen from the meeting. The motion was seconded by 

Patrick Katz. The motion carried. 

 

Also present were: Scott Hutsell, Steve Goemmel, David Leath, Wade Magers, and Marcia Smith. 

 

APPROVAL OF MINUTES 

Theresa Telford made a motion to approve the minutes from the January 23, 2019 meeting. The motion 

was seconded by Cory Hollis. The motion carried. 

 

PUBLIC HEARING 

1. Public Hearing on Updating the Six Year Street Plan for 2019 @ 7:05 p.m. – Mayor Sweet opened the 

public hearing at 7:05 p.m. The Mayor asked for questions or comments. City Administrator Steve 

Goemmel told the City Council that Resolution 2019-02 updates the Six Year Street Plan for the City of 

Davenport. The State requires periodic updates to the plan. Steve noted that some of the City’s current 

projects for 2019 were included on the resolution. The Mayor asked for questions or comments from the 

public. There were none. The Mayor closed the public hearing at 7:10 p.m. 

 

POLICE REPORT 

Sheriff Wade Magers gave the police report. He reported 63 calls for service in the month of January 2019. 

He gave the City Council a spreadsheet that detailed all the calls for service in the calendar year of 2018. 

Wade told the City Council that there were 995 calls for service in 2018. The spreadsheet contained detailed 

information on the number of hours that his department worked on calls from the City. Wade asked for 

questions or comments. There were none. The Mayor thanked Wade for his report and his service to the 

community.

COMMITTEE REPORTS 

Finance Committee 

Lance Strite reported that the Committee met to discuss the fourth quarter 2019 financial results. He told 

the City Council that the City received 108% of its budgeted revenues and spent 84% of its budgeted 

expenditures. Lance said “2018 was a good year financially.” The Committee also discussed the Airport 

Reconstruction Project budget and taking electronic payments. No recommendations were made.  

 

Airport Committee 

Cory Hollis said the Committee met to review the Airport Runway Reconstruction Project. He told the City 

Council that the City had acquired the necessary land to complete the project. City Administrator Steve 



Goemmel commented that some of the hangers at the airport would have to be relocated or torn down. Cory 

told the City Council that the projected cost of the project is $5,200,000. FAA has set aside 90% of the 

funds for the project. WSDOT has committed to five percent and the City’s portion of the project will be a 

five percent match. City Administrator Steve Goemmel said that he reached out to Tom Dent, who is the 

local district representative in the Washington State Legislature, to see if he could help find funds for the 

City’s match. He commented that Century West is the project engineer but just for the design phase of the 

project. Steve said that we’d do a “request for proposals” for engineering services when the design phase 

is complete. Pilots in attendance were Larry Doty, Neil Wischer, and Jeff Semprimoznik.  

 

MAYOR’S REPORT 

The Mayor told the City Council that Margie Hall from the LCEDC met with Patrick O’Rourke to discuss 

details of the new Myers Hillcrest housing development. He said the project will start in spring of 2019.   

 

OLD BUSINESS 

None. 

 

NEW BUSINESS 

1. Resolution 2019-02 Updating the Six Year Street Plan for 2019. City Administrator Steve Goemmel 

asked if there were any questions or comments that weren’t covered in the public hearing. There were none.  

Theresa Telford made a motion to approve Resolution 2019-02. The motion was seconded by Patrick Katz. 

The motion carried.  

2. First Reading of Ordinance 1137 Changing the DMC Dealing with the Water Supply System and the Fee 

Charged for New Connections. City Administrator Steve Goemmel told the City Council that this ordinance 

deals with the hookup fees for water and sewer service. Steve told the City Council that this ordinance adds 

a hook up fee for duplexes and triplexes that are built. The Mayor asked the City Council for questions or 

comments. Pat Katz said that he’d like to do a second reading of this ordinance so that the City Council had 

more time to research the issue. The Mayor agreed to the second reading at the next meeting.  

3. Resolution 2019-03 Modifying the Davenport Fee Schedule for Water Connections and Sewer 

Connections. Mayor Sweet suggested a second reading for this resolution since the updated fees were 

contained in Ordinance 1137. The City Council agreed.  

 

APPROVAL TO PAY BILLS 

Patrick Katz made a motion to pay Claims/Vouchers #15284 - #15285, #153310 - 15345 in the 

Amount of $94,097.51; and Payroll/Vouchers #15286 - #15309 in the Amount of $56,604.25. The 

motion was seconded by Pete Schweiger. The motion carried.  
 

ADJOURNMENT  

Theresa Telford made a motion to adjourn the meeting. The motion was seconded by Cory Hollis.
